Planned Inconvenience to go Ahead 

The toilets at the picnic site are definitely not 

re-opening this year, with the building even-

tually being dismantled and removed.  After 

speaking to an official for the Forestry Com-

mission at Bellingham this was confirmed.  

Funding has been cut and apparently the visi-

tor numbers to Stonehaugh’s Warksburn Pic-

nic Site do not justify keeping the toilets 

open.  It was stated that if numbers do  in-

crease in the future then the situation will be 

looked at again. Obviously, even fewer visi-

tors will come when there are no facilities!   

This is bad news for the visitors who do 

come, especially the large family groups who 

visit in summer and spend the whole day 

enjoying their picnics  by the burn.  There 

appears to have been very little consultation 

or advance warning.  There has certainly been 

no Notice to the Public at the actual picnic 

site, only a vague notice apologising for the 

fact that the block is closed at the moment. 

A small feature in the Courant (16.03.2007), 

seemed to reflect a mood of resignation, be-

lieving that once a decision such as this has 

been made there is no going back. 

However, several people have expressed their 

concern, for a variety of reasons at this deci-

sion and action includes a petition, a strongly 

worded letter to the Forestry Commission, the 

National Parks Authority and The Hexham 

Courant.  Anne Hutchinson from The Haining 

and Judith Weir from Wark  in their capacity 

as Parish Councillors have promised to bring  

these concerns to the attention of the relevant 

bodies. 

Our local MP Peter Atkinson and the Tourism 

Development Manager for One Northeast, 

Chris Little, have both been contacted, point-

ing out that it is absurd to be promoting the 

region for tourism to help the rural economy 

when essential visitor facilities are being with-

drawn. Both replied promptly and said they 

would be writing to the Forestry Commission. 

As a further cost-cutting measure there will be 

a reduction in the area of cut grass at Warks-

burn.  The uncut areas will be allowed to return 

to wild water-meadow.  It will be interesting to 

see exactly where this water meadow will de-

velop and just how wild the picnic area will 

become.

Kitchen Garden 

¶ Control weeds in all areas. Hoe shallowly between 

rows in dry weather. 

¶ Chit and plant out second early potatoes in the first 

half of the month and main crop in the second half. 

¶ In the second half of the month sow marrows, cour-

gettes, pumpkins and squash in a heated green-

house. 

¶ Sow French beans and sweet corn under cloches. 

¶ Prevent frost damage to fruit blossom by covering 

with fleece. 

Flower Garden 

¶ Remove tired winter bedding and plants that did not 

survive the winter 

¶ Divide Bamboo clumps and iris clumps. 

¶ Sow hardy annuals in-situ and hardy perennials in 

trays. 

¶ Apply general fertiliser and mulch beds and bor-

ders. 

¶ Pot on root-bound container plants and  top dress 

others with fresh compost. 

¶ Put supports in place for tall perennials. 

¶ Damage to plants by Vine Weevil larvae will become 

evident as plants start to wilt.  On inspection the 

roots will have been eaten.  Apply chemical or bio-

logical control if the grubs are present.  Young or 

containerised plants are unlikely to recover. Dispose 

of the infested plants and compost in your bin! 

Shrubs 

¶ Mulch rose and shrub beds with organic matter to 

retain moisture during dry spells. 

¶ Encourage more flowers in climbing or rambler 

roses by tying  stems horizontally. 

¶ Move evergreen trees and shrubs. 

Lawns 

¶ Apply spring lawn feed with moss killer.
