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An informal meeting was held on Friday 22nd June  to dis-

cuss the expectations of prospective allotment holders and 

the way forward. 

Suggestions from those who attended included a deer fence 

around the whole site, and a shed and greenhouse for each 

plot   Other matters for discussion included water conserva-

tion and recycling/composting which would be given top 

priority.  Given the amount of rain we receive throughout 

the year, and  with careful water conservation, most agreed 

that a stand-pipe at the site would not be necessary.   

An ecologist from the National Parks Authority will be vis-

iting the village to assess the site in the near future. 

Top 10 jobs for July 

1.  Check clematis for signs of clematis wilt 

2.  Place conservatory plants outside now that 

it is warm 

3.  Water tubs and new plants if dry, but be 

water-wise, and heed any hosepipe restric-

tions  

4.  Deadhead bedding plants and repeat-

flowering perennials, to ensure continuous 

flowering 

5.  Pick courgettes before they become mar-

rows 

6.  Treat apple scab 

7.  Clear algae, blanket weeds and debris from 

ponds, and keep them topped up 

8.  Order catalogues for next year’s spring-

flowering bulbs 

9.  Give the lawn a quick-acting summer feed, 

especially if a spring feed was not done 

10.  Give woodwork a lick of paint or pre-

server, while the weather is dry

29th June 2007 was D (demolition) Day for the facilities at 

Warksburn Picnic Site.   It does seem that this was very hastily 

carried out especially as there were still possibilities in the 

efforts being made to save the toilet block. 

Here is a copy of a letter sent to the Hexham Courant  :- 

The Toilet block at the Forestry Commissionõs Warksburn Picnic site in 

Stonehaugh was demolished on Friday 29th June 2007, despite a heartfelt 

campaign by local residents, Wark Parish Council, One Northeast and even 

our MP Peter Atkinson, to save it. 

Warksburn Picnic Site at Stonehaugh was one place where a family could 

come to enjoy the peace and tranquillity of the countryside without having to 

spend any money.  Summer weekends saw whole families of three or more 

generations enjoying a day out.  Children played for hours in the safe Warks-

burn while parents, aunties, uncles and grandparents enjoyed a relaxing day 

in the sunshine (or the rain).  At least the forest walks which are well used 

by day visitors, holiday makers and locals alike, are to be maintained by the 

Forestry Commission but this is of little use if there are no facilities for 

families.   

The Forestry Commission are promoting their new bike trails (financial 

priorities)! These appeal to, or are accessible to an extremely limited num-

ber of people.
