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The Secret Life of The Hare 
 

Last week I saw a large hare in The Ward 

Lane by High Moralee which reminded me 

that I hadn't seen one there for couple of  

years.  

Hares are normally shy animals but change their behaviour in spring, 
the mating season.  They can be seen ‘haring’ around  meadows or 
on occasions boxing, hence the term ‘Mad as a March Hare’!  This 
was thought to be males fighting for territory but  it is apparently the 
female fending off the male because she isn’t quite ready to mate or 

she is testing his determination! 

A young hare is called a ‘leveret’  and these are not born in burrows like rab-
bits.  They are born in a nest of grass called a ‘form’.  They have adapted 
well to the lack of protection a burrow would give by being born fully furred 
and with eyes open.  This means they are able to fend for themselves soon 
after birth.  Rabbits on the other hand are born in a burrow underground, 
blind and hairless.  The mother hare will take her babies to different parts of 
the meadow so that if a predator does find a leveret the others have a better 
chance of survival.   

Hares do not live in groups like rabbits, are larger with longer ears and may 
have black markings on their fur.  Hares have never been domesticated, 
while rabbits are often kept as pets.  There is a domestic pet known as the 
‘Belgian Hare’ but this is a rabbit that has been selectively bred to resemble a 
hare.  The hare's diet is very similar to a rabbit's. They are both part of the 
zoological order of lagomorphs, and neither are of the rodent family. 

They are able to accelerate up to 45 miles per hour and can outrun most 
predators but when danger approaches they tend to sit tight and so are vul-
nerable to being killed on the road and by farm machinery in meadows and 
fields.  During the late 1800s there were estimated to be around 4 million 
hares in Britain but  during the next hundred years this had declined by 80% 
and this decline is ongoing. 

The Hare Preservation Trust is working for the preservation and welfare of 
the hare.

4. Harvest lettuce, radish, other salads and early potatoes  

5. Position summer hanging baskets and containers outside 

6. Cut lawns at least once a week 

7. Plant out summer bedding 

8. Stake tall or floppy plants 

9. Prune many spring-flowering shrubs 

10. Shade greenhouses to keep them cool and prevent scorch

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Stonehaugh, A Fascinating and Strange Community? 
 
While Surfing on the Internet, as if I hadn’t anything better to do, 
I came across this interesting reference to Stonehaugh, in a 
Blog posted by a 57 year old, male, back packer from the South 
of England calling himself Litehiker 

 
This is what he wrote:- 

Monday 8th September 2008 - Stonehaugh to Bellingham  

We spent part of last evening at the Stonehaugh Social Club, a wooden 

building dating from 1954, serving mainly the village but also open to camp-

site visitors. The "landlady", Moira told us about village life and I bought a 

booklet, "Stonehaugh - a forest village", written and produced to raise funds 

for a new village hall. This is in course of being built, a Finnish wooden eco 

building and ultra modern in how it will be heated and powered.  

The village (and two others) were established in 1952 to house forestry work-

ers but advanced production methods and mechanisation meant that fewer 

workers were required. Other residents moved in. The village is not for every-

one - the only facility is the Social Club.  

Saturday night at the Club was the annual leek competition and charity auc-

tion, one of the key events of the year, a fascinating and strange community.  

The campsite at Stonehaugh is highly recommended. It's only a short way off 

the Pennine Way and ideal for those who can't face the final push to Belling-

ham.
