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Have you seen any Reindeer in the Forest?

Four reindeer went missing from Harelaw on the 11th May, shortly
after the Rally. The reindeer were chased into the forest when some-
one broke in while the owners, Barbara and Lez Murdy were both at
home.

By the time they managed to get int
key for the forest gate, the reindeer were miles away and out of sight.

They were seen briefly going along the valley at Blackaburn about a
week to ten days afterwards.

The Forestry Commission were quick to respond and organised a drive in-

volving about ten Rangers in the hope of finding them, but without success.

They al so suggested that i f anyone kne
they would build a fence around the spot with a one-way gate where the rein-

deer could be tempted in with food. Unfortunately, since then there have

been no sightings.

The reindeer were pets and would be unsuitable for the human food chain
because of many inoculations and medication which they have received.

Topaz and Opal, two females, were bought as yearlings, wild and frightened.
Barbara spent her time taming and training them. They could be hand-fed

and answered to their names. Last Christmas they delighted disabled chil-

dren at their school in Wallsend when they were taken to their Christmas

Party. Elderly patients at the Nursing Home in North Shields where Barbara
works were also thrilled to see “Real

Barbara has since bought a cow in calf, called Amber, and brought a bull up
on loan from the Midlands. With the help of Topaz and Opal who were rela-
tively tame and friendly Barbara managed to tame Amber. Though the bull,
Jasper was still fairly wild.

All four reindeers were wearing head collars and ear tags. So could be
easily recognised as being ,owned" by

Reindeer are bigger than Roe Deer and smaller than Red Deer. They have
huge feet and the females would have antlers in full velvet. They have a
characteristic run with legs flying in all directions and heads held high, though
they usually move by walking or in a trot.
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They would not normally venture into heavily forested areas, preferring to
walk on the outside of the dense trees. Their antlers and big feet can result
in them being clumsy in certain terrains.

Opal has since returned home alone but without her ear tag and covered in
ticks. She is very traumatised and nervous and desperately needs the com-
pany of the other reindeer.
